Kitten Season Will Soon 
Descend Upon Us!

Every spring new litters of kittens are born in barns and fields. New kittens 
shouldn't be born into TNR'd colonies, but often they wander over from 
nearby non-neutered areas and take up residence. Please keep an eye out for 
new cats or kittens in your colonies and contact Cats Anonymous to get them 
spayed/neutered and vaccinated as soon as possible. 
 
Most unintentional household kittens are born in the spring/summer as well, 
so when visiting friends- ask if their cats are neutered and if not encourage 
them to do so. When you are offered free kittens- ask if the parents have been 
spayed/neutered and mention the problem of cat overpopulation. Many feral 
cats started out as free kittens and then were left outside when they became too 
much trouble. 
 
If you do end up with a mom in your colony- most cats have little issue giving 
birth, but if they are in labor (actively pushing/straining) for an hour without a 
kitten- they are in need of veterinary help. 
 
Offer Mom kitten food as the 
extra protein and calories 
will help her body to produce 
adequate milk and care for 
her kittens. The kittens can 
be spayed/neutered when 
they reach 8-10 weeks old, if 
you wait too long they will 
only get harder to catch!
